IAN TAYLOR-FORREST
Mr. Ian Taylor- Forrest was removed as a director of SAFE in the summer of 2005 but he then started to distribute a number of libellous letters alleging that the Directors of SAFE were involved in 'criminality'.  This is answered by the Dorset Police response to his allegations by way of a letter to him in 2007:-
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In August 2006 a libel action was initiated, but this was ‘stayed’ because Taylor-Forrest was made bankrupt by his brother in May & August 2006, see;
